Kyoto’s soul is built into
its walls. But a living
tradition is at risk.

The Kyo-machiya embodies centuries of
wisdom, perfectly adapted to Japan's
climate. However, the number of master
artisans who hold these traditional skills
is dwindling, and many of these historic
homes now sit empty.

Unchecked external development also
threatens the unique townscape and
community they create.
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
